Because of this, 

the US launched 988, an easy to dial, three digit phone number 

connecting to the National Suicide Prevention Lifeline.  But more 

work still needs to be done. 

     Loving God, you are always near to us, especially when we 

are weak, suffering, and vulnerable.  Reach out to those who 

experience mental illness.  Lift their burdens, calm their anxiety, 

and quiet their fears.  Surround them with your healing presence 

that they may know they are not alone.  We ask this in the name 

of your Son, Jesus Christ, and the Holy Spirit.  Amen”
